Sally Cutler, Judith Durr, David Keen, Craig Keller, Kathleen Parrish and
Nancy Theken - all made enormous contributions to the Museum, and
each has promised to remain involved.

Despite lingering caution by people venturing out into public which

kept admissions suppressed for the year, the Museum remained in
excellent financial shape. We again benefitted from the Federal Paycheck
Protection Program, many donors and volunteers, and a special angel
donor. As a result, we finished the year with a modest surplus. The
Museum has no debt and a healthy endowment of almost $6 million.

During the summer trustees and staff embarked on a comprehensive
strategic planning effort to get us ready for national re-accreditation in
2022 and to begin the planning of a new facility on two acres of land
across Wickenburg Way from our current location. Once the strategic
plan is completed early next year, then the next step is to begin master
planning for the building.

One can easily see with a strong board, secure finances, great staff and
thorough planning, the sun in fact shone brightly on the Museum this
year. With a good economy, the time is now right to make hay and put
into effect next year the biggest advances the Desert Caballeros Western
Museum has taken since our inception more than 50 years ago.

FROM THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR

As we began the new fiscal year, snowbirds, ropers and visitors from the
Valley renewed their annual migration back to Wickenburg. This was
great news for local businesses which suffered much economic hardship
as a result of the pandemic.

The annual Las Sefioras de Socorro Tour of Homes was transformed
this year into the Cactus Garden Tour because of the pandemic. It was
an immense success and culminated with a donation of $17,000 to the
Museum at year's end.

In conjunction with the 201st birthday of town founder Henry
Wickenburg, we hosted a forum, Who Killed Henry Wickenburg?, at
the Saguaro Theatre. It was ably moderated by Dr. Eduardo Pagan,
our Adjunct Curator of History and a history professor at Arizona State
University. The audience deliberated and rendered a split decision.

The Sam and Brenda Crissman Navajo weavings exhibition, Four Corners,
Many Hands, had a wonderful year-long run in the Learning Center.

In December we opened an exhibition, Collectors’ Legacy: Wickenburg’s
Treasures, that displayed many fine pieces from our exceptional collection.

We made the difficult decision to cancel the always sold-out heART of
the West Gala scheduled for January. It was the responsible thing to do.
However, this left a big hole in our income budget, but efforts were taken
to try to recover the funding through special solicitations.

This year's edition of the country’s premier women’s Western art
exhibition, Cowgirl Up!, assembled 65 incredible artists, our most ever,
and they created some of their finest work while coping with the
isolation brought on by the pandemic. While we could not hold our
traditional opening weekend events due to limitations imposed by the
coronavirus, about 100 guests and ten artists attended a Friday night
dinner and auction at Ranch de los Caballeros. The good news is we
exceeded our total budgeted revenue for the show which includes

art sales, ticket sales and sponsorships. Going forward, the plan is to
permanently extend the annual run of the exhibition until Labor Day
rather than end it in mid-May.

By the end of the fiscal year, we hit a record of 534 members! This is
120 more than our pre-pandemic mark. Understandably many of our
volunteers were not willing to come to the Museum because of COVID,
but for a variety of reasons a number are not willing to return at all.
That left big holes in the schedule and is a major challenge for us in the
coming year.

Like most years, we had many challenges and lots of successes. The
Museum remains rock solid as we begin to make major plans for the
future of our facilities.

DESERT CABALLEROS WESTERN MUSEUM

1960: Founded as a private non-profit institution by Morton Bodfish,
Roy Coxwell, H. K. “Mac” MacLennan, Katherine McCrady, William Weeks

1966: name legally changed to Maricopa County Historical Society dba
Desert Caballeros Western Museum

May 8, 1969: officially opens to the public, housed in the former Braytons
Commercial Company building

December 21, 1972: fire consumes the entire building

January 1973: Las Sefioras de Socorro auxiliary chartered as a non-profit
with the intent to raise money for the rebuilding effort and to provide
general operating funds and volunteer services

December 21, 1975: new building opens

September 1985: Eleanor Blossom Memorial Library added, along with
new offices, increased work space for volunteers, and renovation of the
gift shop

April 1987: 6,000 square feet added, including a new Native American
Room, Mineral Room, expanded art gallery, classrooms and a new
temperature-controlled storage area for the Museum'’s art collection

November 26, 1988: museum park on the corner of Tegner and Wickenburg

Way created to honor Museum Volunteers, featuring a nine-foot bronze
sculpture, Thanks for the Rain, by artist Joe Beeler

1996: full accreditation attained from the American Association of
Museums; subsequent re-accreditation in March 2008

Fall 2004: 160-acre Boyd Ranch acquired, with funding from Jane and
Alex Boyd

March 2008: Charles T. Klein Pavilion opens, with major funding from the
Frueauff Foundation and The Wellik Foundation

December 2011: Cultural Crossroads Learning Center opens, with major
funding from Lynne and John Boyer and Harriet and Edson Spencer

November 2013: Wickenburg’s West exhibition opens in Quayle
Family Gallery, with funding from the “Live It, Love It, Make It Last”
capital campaign

January 2013: acquisition of the Shride-owned portion of the adjacent
property block completed for future expansion

Summer/Fall 2020: acquisition of the remaining portion of the adjacent
property block with funding from an anonymous donor
